Internship Opportunities

Office Intern - Provide general administrative support in The Art School Office to
the Registrar, the Associate Director, and the Administrative Manager. Interns will
learn about The Art School curriculum and develop essential office skills such as
customer service, filing, copying, editing, and organizing.

Ceramics Intern - Assist Art School faculty with ceramic instruction, help monitor
children's clay classes, and general classroom management.
